it: READ: Romans 8:3-4 (NKJV). | am a spirit that has a soul
that lives in a body. Who am 1? Spirit. How do | live? As a spirit. READ: Romans 8:4 (NKJV).
I no longer walk according to the flesh, | walk according to the spirit because | am a whole
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new creation / creature. | have Christ’s Spirit in me; therefore | do not walk according to the
flesh. My spirit man that is born again is me. Story:; Waldus (Jesus) has come to live inside
of me, | just don’t know yet what to do what he does. When | receive Jesus as Lord and
Saviour in my life, all of God comes to live inside of me, | just can’t do what He does, yet
because | am not living according to the flesh, | am living according to the spirit. My spirit is
what is driving me.

Haven’t learnt to listen to the spirit man: READ: Romans 8: 5 (NKJV). My natural direction

of my spirit is to live according to the Spirit. What happens to you when you live according to
the desires of your flesh? You have not yet learned to listen to what your spirit man is doing
and saying, so you do what your mind tells you. Story: I've got ‘Waldus’ living in me but | still
don’t know what to do with ‘Waldus,’ so | still call someone else to come fix my problems but
| can actually do it now because ‘Waldus’ is living in me. I'm still thinking like someone who
can’t fix something, but actually | have got the Fixer living in me.

Sin: READ: 1 John 1: 8 — 10 (NKJV). The stuff that you are doing where you don’t think like
Jesus is not the will the Father. Anything that is against the will of the Father is sin. You must
not always think about your sin, always think about how your spirit man wants to live in truth.

Story: Because ‘Waldus’ is living in me, | have got this ability that | didn't know that | had. |
can go and say, “Waldus, the instinct that is in me, with all of your talent says | want to be able
to fix, install this air conditioner, so tell me what it is that | need.” (Waldus talks Ps John through

it, step by step) - “Now we are talking about a job that | never ever thought possible, but,
because he is living in me, with me, / can now find out exactly what I'm supposed to do.

Story: What is the biggest challenge for you and me? Waldus (Jesus) is standing there and
he says, “John, you are missing something here.” And | say, “No, no, Waldus. I've got it.” And
he is waiting, “You are missing something here, John.” “I've got all your skill living inside of
me. | know what | am doing now.” “No, you are missing something, John.” “I can do this. I've |

got it. I've got it. (drilling sounds) Check I did it.” Bang, and it all comes down. “I have been |

waiting to tell you, but you wouldn'’t listen. You are missing something.” “What did | do wrong?”

Devil lies: What happens is that when the whole thing comes crashing down, you say,
“'am no good at this. Who was | fooling? “How is it that | thought that | could do it now?
No, | had better pack up all these tools, because, stupid me for even thinking that |
could do this.” READ: Romans 8:1 (NKJV). You are not blamed (condemned) for
walking in the spirit, going for God in the spirit even if the results don't come out exactly
the way that you expect them to come out all the time. Your spirit man says; become
like Christ, live like Christ, command mountains to be moved, lay hands on the sick,
speak the Word of God, speak the Word of faith. And you say, “Yes, | am getting it. 'm getting
it. ’'m getting it.” You do this a little bit and you do that a little bit and then, CRASH!!! The devil
says, “See, you are nothing. You're not even close to being like Christ. You spoke the Word,
it doesn’t work. Where can you say that tithing works for you, that it is not you, yourself, that
has done it for yourself?” He lies to you that you are not actually the new creation spirit. You
know you are because Jesus is alive, beating in you and you want to come and worship.

Gold: Just keep your eyes on Jesus. Don’t look at anything else.” Story: Don'’t let the devil
blame (condemn) you for the crashes and failures that you’ve made. While I'm learning how
to use the skill and tools that Waldus gave me, there’s going to be mistakes made. The best
thing | can do is hang around Waldus because he’s the one who put everything in me. If | trust
in myself rather than on Jesus living in me and say, “/ can’t trust in Jesus because I've made
so many crashes in my life, | still have to trust in myself.” Then it’s all about using God’s gifts
in me for me, for my life, for myself. | don’t do that, | rather come and see what God has
actually got to say about it. | am a son of God. Thank You for saving me, the Holy Spirit lives
in me. He is my Helper, my Guide, the One that is alongside me leading me to truth and | trust
in Him. From this day onwards, | listen more to the Holy Spirit. | do the Word of God in my life.
